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What is EARLY ALERT?

Early Alert is a program designed as a timely intervention for students who are observed to be experiencing
academic difficulty each semester. The program emphasizes collaborative efforts between students, their
instructors, and campus counselors. Due to things outside of the students’ control, the program specifically
alert students to seek assistance as needed in order to be academically successful. Check out how the
